“Fine Print” for Worldwide Vegan Bake Sale Tee Shirt Design Contest
FINAL IMAGES FOR ZAZZLE

Winning designers must supply hi-resolution final images of 300dpi.
Images can be in png, jpg, or gif format. At your option, you can supply the “source files” for the design, e.g., Photoshop or Illustrator.
You are only required to supply an image suitable for use on Zazzle shirts, as specified at http://www.zazzle.com/mk/custom/imageguidelines and http://zazzle.custhelp.com/app/answers/detail/a_id/85#apparel. The dimensions should be 12” X 14” or 14” X 12,” described in the previous link. (So that would be 3600 X 4200 pixels or 4200 X 3600 pixels. At your option, you can also supply images that are suitable for other items sold on Zazzle, such as aprons and mugs. Also at your option, you can supply separate images for light and dark apparel, respectively. (You can see the various shirt background colors at this link. Currently, we're only planning on selling sweatshop-free shirts and maybe aprons; we haven't thought about other types of items.

We welcome your suggestions on the best background colors for the design – but we are allowed to use different or additional background colors.

LICENSING

We're very appreciative to you for submitting a design that will help the Worldwide Vegan Bake Sale (WVBS). We're more comfortable with promoting vegan cupcakes than with talking about legal stuff, but sometimes it's unavoidable. We also like to keep the WVBS easy-going and with as few restrictions as possible. But sometimes those are unavoidable, too. So here are the fairly loose licensing details:

License Agreement In a Nutshell

We can sell Zazzle items that have any of the winning designs AND "Worldwide
Vegan Bake Sale" on them, with benefits going to Compassion for Animals (a
registered nonprofit organization). We can display the winning designs
online in relation to the contest and its use on Worldwide Vegan Bake Sale
merchandise, as long as we give credit to the designers.

Designers retain full copyright and permission to do anything with the designs – except sell anything with "Worldwide Vegan Bake Sale", “veganbakesale.org”, or “veganbakesale.com” on it.

More Detail and Clarifications

The license for your design is similar to
http://creativecommons.org/licenses/by-nd/3.0/, except that we are not obligated to attribute the creator of the design on the merchandise itself (not that we're ruling that out; we just can't commit to putting your name on the actual shirts and other items sold). In product descriptions, we pledge to do our best to abide by the guidelines for Creative Common license attribution as described here:
http://arstechnica.com/tech-policy/news/2011/08/creative-commons-images-and-you.ars. The other exception, as mentioned in the previous section, is that we are limited to selling merchandise with your design on it for the nonprofit charity Compassion for Animals.

Any other use of your design – or derivative of your design – must be explicitly agreed upon by you.

The restriction of not using "Worldwide Vegan Bake Sale" and “veganbakesale.org” for commercial use is similar to http://creativecommons.org/licenses/by-nc-nd/3.0/, except—of 
course—you never have to attribute the phrase "Worldwide Vegan Bake Sale" to us!
All submitted designs must be original.

If your entry produces trademark problems due to potential similarities to existing trademarks it will not be considered.
